
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

April 14th, 2021
The Stark County Board met remotely and in the Courthouse for the April 14th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Chairman Curry called the meeting to order.  Roll call shows Howes, Loane, Nowlan, McMillen, and Curry physically present and Bush absent. Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present, and Mr. McMillen led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
A motion was made by Mr. Howes and seconded by Mr. Loane to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

There were no public comments.

Chairman Curry asked for a correction to the highway portion of the minutes concerning the upcoming installation of flashing lights in the County.  A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan and seconded by Mr. McMillen to approve the amended March 9th, 2021 meeting minutes with all present voting aye, motion carried.  
Committee Reports

1) Police-None
2) Legislative/Economic Development-Mr. Howes discussed the upcoming stimulus relief package and how the County might be able to spend the funds. He mentioned the possibility of the need for specialized assistance to make the most of the funding.

8) Finance-The monthly bills were presented for approval. After discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Howes with a second from Mr. Loane to approve the payment of the bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.  
Highway Report
The County Engineer gave the highway report. Highlights include winterizing the equipment, sign maintenance, the resignation of the highway department secretary Christine Moore, moving stockpiles to prepare the new building site, mowing bids, township aggregate, and seal coating bids. He presented the engineering services agreement for bridge repairs on TR 114 in Valley Township. The new flashing lights in 3 dangerous spots in the County will be installed along with some rumble strips in West Jersey Township. Lastly, the Duncan road project should be completed this year. 
Finance Report

In the absence of the Treasurer, the board reviewed the financial report provided and found no issues. 
Sheriff's Report

1) One mowing bid for $3100 was received from Colgan Creations.  Mr. Howes made a motion with a second from Mr. Loane to accept the bid from Colgan Creations with all present voting aye, motion carried. 
2) The panic buttons have been installed in all the offices and the cameras will be completed in the next day or two. 

3) Sheriff Sloan gave an update on the ETSB board and the possibility of joining the Peoria County Board.  Peoria County will be meeting soon on whether to enter into an intergovernmental agreement with Stark County. We did receive another 100-day extension from the state. 
4) Mr. Howes presented the information he gathered for the County employees to take the run, hide, & fight training along with other similar training free to the County.  There is also the possibility of opening it up to private industries and municipalities in the County.
New Business

1) A resolution was presented to appoint Timothy Ringger as a trustee to the Bradford Fire Protection District. A motion was made by Mr. Howes with a second from Mr. Nowlan to approve the appointment with all present voting aye, motion carried.
2) A resolution was presented to appoint Pam Wulf as a trustee to the Lafayette Fire Protection District. A motion was made by Mr. McMillen with a second from Mr. Loane to approve the appointment with all present voting aye, motion carried.

3) A resolution was presented to appoint Stan Foglesong as a trustee to the Toulon Fire Protection District. A motion was made by Mr. Loane with a second from Mr. Nowlan to approve the appointment with all present voting aye, motion carried.

4) A resolution was presented to appoint Kevin Scholl as a trustee to the Wyoming Fire Protection District. A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan with a second from Mr. Howes to approve the appointment with all present voting aye, motion carried.

5) A resolution was presented to appoint Natalie Carroll to the Health Board. A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan with a second from Mr. McMillen to approve the appointment with all present voting aye, motion carried. 
6) A resolution was presented to appoint Jamie Stone to fill a vacancy in District 1 on the County Board. A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan with a second from Mr. Loane to approve the appointment with all present voting aye, motion carried. 
7) A resolution was presented to oppose SB 1602. A motion was made by Mr. Howes with a second from Mr. Nowlan to approve the resolution with all present voting aye, motion carried. Mr. Loane encouraged the board and public to create witness slips when these situations arise.  This can be done online by visiting the State of Illinois General Assembly website.
At 7:28 pm a motion was made by Mr. Nowlan to adjourn the meeting with a second from Mr. McMillen with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
